No delegate shall be entitled to a seat at the
Convention who is not a member in good standing of the Union or organization for which
she/he is a delegate and his or her union or organization must be affiliated with dues paid
to the Massachusetts Alliance for Retired Americans. Individual members of the Alliance
whose Union or organization are not affiliated with the Massachusetts Alliance are
welcome to attend the convention and will caucus with one another there. The registration
fee for each delegate and each individual member is $15.00.

The Convention will elect the President, Executive Vice President, Treasurer, Recording
Secretary, and Corresponding Secretary. Nominations are due by August 15, 2024.

REGISTRATION

A registration form entitles the member to attend the Massachusetts Alliance for
Retired Americans Biennial Convention. Delegates may vote for officers for the
Massachusetts Alliance for Retired Americans as long as they are a member in good
standing of their organization and the Massachusetts Alliance for Retired Americans
with affiliation fees paid. Individual members can be Massachusetts retirees of
unions or organizations, which are affiliated to the national Alliance for Retired
Americans but have not yet affiliated with the Massachusetts Alliance or Mass.
seniors over 50 years in age who have paid to join the Alliance as individuals.

Each affiliated organization shall be entitled to cast the total number of its votes, so
long as at least one delegate from the organization is present. No delegate shall cast
a vote for a different organization. Solidarity and community organizations such as
the State AFL-CIO, central labor councils, community organizations that affiliate
with Mass. Alliance not based on a membership count, shall have 5 votes.

Each membership organization shall be entitled to a number of votes that is
determined by the level of affiliation fee paid to the Massachusetts Alliance as
follows:

10 —25 Member 10 votes
26- 50 Members 25 votes
51-75 Members 50 votes
76-100 Members 75 votes
101- 250 Members 100 votes
251-350 Members 250 votes

351 and above 350 votes
